“From Spain comes British journalist John Barlow, author of Everything but the squeal - a 
year of pigging out in northern Spain; from Canada, writer Anita Stewart; from New Zealand, 
chef and writer Julie Biuso and food and tourism educator Dr Richard Mitchell, and Irish 
writer and musician, Ernie Whalley. 
 
“We’re delighted that joining the top international names will be many of Australia's top 
chefs, writers, broadcasters and TV presenters including Maggie Beer, Stephanie Alexander, 
Frank Camorra, Richard Cornish, John Lethlean, Poh Ling Yeow, Lyndey Milan, Maeve 
O'Meara, Alan Saunders, Shannon Bennett, Will Studd, and Andre Ursini.” 
 
Sessions are diverse including Gourmet tours… gourmet tears, a humorous exploration of 
the highs and lows of hosting gastronomic tours; Waiter, there’s a critic in my soup, 
exploring the controversial business of restaurant criticism; and a debate about the future of 
the kitchen in the family home.
